	Installing Minitab


	You need a copy of Minitab 15 installed on your hard disk. Also, you must have updated your SEMC-macros folder. (Follow the link on your screen after starting your Minitab copy.) Commands, macros, etc, are issued at the 'MTB>'-prompt in your session window. If the prompt is missing use the following menu in Minitab when your session window is activated: [Editor]>[Enable Commands]

	Your result
	Typically you will produce some results from each session. If you want to you can send us a copy if you need help or some comments.

	File names and types
	If you send a file then name your file 'Session 1a.mtw', more files from the same session shall be named 'Session 1b.mtw' etc.

	A tip


	Suppose that you are working with something and want to try something else without disturbing your current session. A good idea is then to start a new copy of Minitab. This will insure that what ever you do or try will not interfere with your current session.
